What was updated in the EGV, May 2013
The EGV was updated to match the October 2011 version of Contaminated Land Management Guideline #2 as closely as possible. 

· CCME (Canada) guidelines were updated to reflect what is currently on their website
· US EPA regional data were updated. Previously the EGV held data for regions 6 and 9 but the EPA now publishes them as a combined report for regions 3, 6 and 9.
· Dutch guidance was updated from the 2002 circular to the 2009 circular

Also, DEFRA/Environment Agency SGVs were updated from 2002 to 2009

Changes to the EGV records

Addition of CAS number field
These were added to make searching easier. 
CAS Registry Numbers are unique numerical identifiers assigned by the Chemical Abstracts Service to every chemical described in the open scientific literature. Some chemicals have multiple names, but they will only have the one CAS number. The original EGV contained multiple records for the same contaminants under different synonyms. The revised EGV only uses one name per contaminant. 
If you cannot find the name of the contaminant you are looking for, find its CAS registry number and search on that instead.
Not all contaminants have a CASRN. The following table provides some guidance for these cases.
	What appears in the CASRN field
	What it means

	blank
	The contaminant is not a chemical in the scientific literature (eg colour and pH which are used in water quality guidance)

	NA
	The contaminant is a mixture of isomers, and there is no CASRN for the mixture (note: some mixtures do have CASRNs)

	NS
	The variant of the contaminant was not specified in the guideline, eg mercury (organic, inorganic)


Format modifications

· Contaminant names are now listed with name first then chain/ring numbers to make searching easier (using the same model as the EPA regional table)

· ‘ylene’ used instead of ‘ene’ ie ethylene instead of ethene

· For the CCME guidelines, reference is made to the individual notesheet for the contaminant for the database field ‘document’. In the ‘URL field’, the link is given to the CCME website.

Deletions
The following were deleted from the EGV:

1. All values from the NZ Biosolids guidelines
2. 22 duplicates or blank values for NZ drinking water standards

3. 177 Dutch sediment values from the 2002 circular as sediment is not covered in the 2009 Circular

4. Dutch target values for soil from the 2002 circular– these are not present in the 2009 circular

5. Any record with a blank cell in the data value (for soil values this means the contaminant is not included in an updated guideline; for water values there is insufficient data)

6. 14 values for water in the sheep dip guidelines that duplicated records for ANZECC or NZ drinking water standards

7. Records previously published in EPA region 6 or 9 where there was no corresponding value in the new combined region 3/6/9/table

8. Soil values in NZ guidelines that overlap with NES

a. Sheep Dip: arsenic , DDT, Dieldrin

b. Gasworks: benzo(a)pyrene

c. Petroleum: benzo(a)pyrene

d. Timber Treatment: arsenic, boron, chromium iii and iv, copper, pentachlorophenol
9. Lead and chromium SGVs previously published by DEFRA: these have been withdrawn and not replaced
